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ASSEMBLY: Connect one end of the hose to the cut-offvalve on tank and the other end
to the brass tee on the hand piece. These two connections do not have to be very tbht;
normally you can hand tighten them and then use the wrenches built into the pump
handle and hand piece to snug up the connection.

CARRYING: The straps may be adjusted to put the Back pack Carrier in the most
comfortable position- A*, by loosening the tank strap the tank may be raised or
lowered on the carner to suit individual preferences.

FTLLTNG: Remoy-e the hand pump. The pump nut can be loosened by using the lugs on
the aluminum handle' Raise it slightly * the lugs on the handle come in contact with the
slot in the pump nut and then turn th.ttandl" Jounterclockwise. Fill the tank no more
than 2/3 fuIl' or aboul l-l/2 gallons. We recommend straining the paint to prevent any
solids from entering the tank. We also recommend using painlaedgn"O rp"rit"ally for
tree marking guns. JE qeg of paint can be obtained-from coirpa*es tnat supply
forestry equipment. Replace the hand pump and tighten tt in the same manner as it was
loosened except in reverse direction. Do not ou"t ig[tt"n. Close the F-3 Cut-off Valve.
Apply pressure to the tanh 30 PSI seems to be about right. However, pressure up to 125
PSIcan be safely applied. 

_Proper 
pressure will depend on the cnaracteristics of tihe paint

used and the results desired.

The
nozz,le (G-l) is furnished with either a i/64" "iftu or a l/32" orifice *itn tfr" 3/&-
being standard. The l/32" nozzieuses less paint but the distance it travels is also reduced
and it is used mostly- for lettering. For boundary marking order our G-34 Nozzle
Adapter Kit which includes a G-35 Spray Naz,zle Aiapter, a G-36 Retainer Nut and also
aG-37 Spray Jet.

CLEANING: This is the most important part of keeping your gun working and saving
costly down time- When the paint gun is to be out oir"ft"" dr short p"rfuot of timq
zuch as lunch timq the tank should be tumed upside down and the tnggerheld back unti!
the hose and the hand piece lavebeenalearedof paint. Close cut-offvllve until ready to
ine again- When you have finished 91 th.- day, the paint gun should be completely
cleaned. Wash out the tant(, hose, and hand piece witl the same thinner used for thepaint' Put some in the tanlg pump up some pressure and blow it through the hand piece.If paint is allowed to dry on the G-+ Fluogerlt *itt starr cutting the G-fo Ring when thetrigger is pulled back and paint will leak back on the trigger. Also, after loig use, the
hole in the nozzle may get out of round and cause the niileto seep paint. l.ionnally anew nozz'le will correct this problem. About orrce a week a few drops of oil should be
put on the G-13 Leather Cup.

The stainless steel

tanks are well suited for the water based tree narking paints. All Tree Markers have a built in air

pump to pressurize the tank. The advantage of a pressure type tree marker is that the paint is

forced fiom the nozzJe by air pressure instead of having to use the muscles in you fingers and

hand to mark trees. This feature greatly reduces the chance of developing Carpal Tunnel

Syndrome and it makes spraying cold and thick paint much easier. You could spray over a gallon

of paint with just one trigger pull. The Tree Markers are capable of spraying paint over 20 feet

which makes nnrking the tree'Just on the other side of the creek" possible and the self cleaning

nozzle is cleaned every time the trigger is released.

The Tree Markers are available with a 3164" nozzle for general tree markingandall32" nozzle

for lettering and when rsing tee marking ink. A rwzzle spray adaptor is also available for
painting a band on a tree. The fee markers have wrenches built into the pump handle and lrand

piece so no wrerrches are needed to assemble or disassemble the paint gun for cleaning. All
repairparts are readily available and under normal circumstance the tree markers should give

rrurnyyears of trouble free service.
